� Submitted pictures must be in JPEG format.

Participation Rules: 

� The contest is open to participants between 18 and 30 years old. 

� Each entrant must fill and sign the application form. 

� Entry Submission Forms: 

If entries are smaller than 5 MB: Participants can submit the entry with the filled participation 

form to yarisma@igmg.org  

If entries are bigger than 5 MB: Participants can upload to a data transfer web site and submit 

the web URL along with the filled participation form to ‘yarisma@igmg.org’. 

� Each entry must be the entrant’s own, previously unpublished, unused or not awarded. 

� Plagiarized or fraud entries will be disqualified. 

� Entrants must submit their own work; entries that belong to others (or that are copied from the internet) 

will be disqualified. 

� Photo entries will be judged based on originality, creativity and responsiveness related to the given 

topic. The prompt and overall impact is important. 

� By entering participants agree that the images they submit may be used in IGMG publications, websites 

and social media channels. IGMG will not be required to pay for the user rights.  

� IGMG retains the authority of withdrawing prizes when no entry becomes eligible for winning.
